The hand washing soap we use at UCSF kills C. difficle spores. 
MYTH: 

FACTS: 
• Soap DOES NOT KILL spores. 
  
• The FRICTION of hand washing with soap and water (minimum of 15 

seconds) REMOVES the C. difficile spores from hands.  
 

• Use a paper towel to hold the door when exiting patients’ rooms so 
as not to re-contaminate your clean hands.
